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The Milton Road project aims to improve public transport, cycling and walking infrastructure to
make these sustainable travel options a more attractive alternative to the car.

This month saw the opening of all the cycleways and footways as well as the completion of the
main carriageway surfacing.

Will all major works now finished, this will be the last of our regular monthly updates on the
scheme.

Before and after

As the project comes to an end and final snagging is being carried out, we've taken a look back at
how Milton Road appeared before the new layout was introduced.

Before and after: segregated cycling and walking paths

Milton Road pavements

Our pedestrian and one-way cycle paths are separated from the road. This means those who walk,
wheel or cycle can feel confident knowing they shouldn’t come into conflict when travelling in
their lane.

If you were thinking about cycling to work, teaching your child how to ride a bike, using a
wheelchair or double pushchair — now’s the time to try it out.

Cars too can safely travel up and down the road with many cyclists now opting to use the cycle

lanes, freeing up road space for other users. This makes for easy and comfortable journeys at busy
times.

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Before and after: new junctions

Arbury Road / Union Lane

You can now travel quicker and safer with dedicated crossing points at busy junctions. Travelling
across the road no longer means waiting for long periods of time. When pedestrians and cyclists
press the red button, it sends a signal to sensors in the traffic lights, so you cross safely with priority.

Before and after: Copenhagen crossings
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Copenhagen crossings offer continuous journeys for pedestrians and cyclists. When walking along
in the pedestrian lane or travelling in the cycle lane, you can continue over these crossings as you
have priority — cars should give way to you and pause in the carriageway until the junction is clear
and it's safe to turn into / out of a road. These crossings allow for those cycling, walking or
wheeling to cross the road quickly and safely. They make busy roads easy to navigate for families,
older children independently walking to school and commuters wanting to get to work on time.
