As far as the buses I've been on, when there is traffic into 

Linton, the bus drivers go in the right hand lane and overtake 

static traffic anyway. If this just a matter of putting up a sign 

that says 'peak time bus lane' to quell idiot car drivers 

complaining about being overtaken by a bus, then I strongly 

support it. There is also the issues of no right turn out of

- 10. I would support removing all the sections of dual 

carriageway between and Haverhill and the A11. They 

encourage drivers to go too fast in an attempt to 'get ahead' 

and the merging of traffic at the end of each section is always 

a nightmare as those driver try to cram in at the last minute. 

The space could be be used for bus/taxi lanes where this is 

helpful and/or for much longer entry/exit slips lanes at the 

junctions e.g. Dean Road crossroads.

When I get to Queen Anne, from April I will be confronted 

with an additional £0.50 per hour. In order for me to 

continue to benefit from my employer's travel package, i must 

arrive no earlier than 8am at the car park and leave not later 

than 6pm. As  result of this, i will be forced to leave home 

later thus spending more time in traffic jams, use more fuel, 

and arrive later at the office. My employer will lose the extra 

time i work in the mornings (after i arrive at work) and lose 

any flexibility i had after work. My employer loses, I lose. I 

already chose not to shop in Cambridge at the weekends due 

to parking charges which are comparable with London rates. 

After April, I won't be spending money in Cambridge at 

lunchtime as any extra work I need to do which previously I 

did at the beginning or end of the working day, will have to be 

done at lunchtimes.

A holistic approach would include 

proper parking restrictions on residential roads and 

consideration of how to keep traffic moving on key routes 

such as Hills Road and the Ring Road and reduce pollution 

from stationary and slow moving traffic - e.g., the lack of bus 

bays (now replaced by island bus stops) regularly brings 

traffic to a standstill. I see little evidence of the joined-up 

thinking needed or of consideration of minor improvements 

that could enhance the flow of traffic that will always be 

there, even after the estimated reductions.

If we are to get people out of their cars and onto public 

transport we must have a better bus system - and not just 

between Addenbrookes and the station.  We need better bus 

lanes into the City centre but also more flexibility on their use

My response to the Greater Cambridge Partnership’s 

Cambridge South East Transport Study focuses on the impact 

of the various strategies on biodiversity. I am an ecological 

surveyor, and study the area of agricultural land south of the 

Cambridge Biomedical Campus (see for example Meed, John 

(2018) The value of the green belt south of Cambridge to 

populations of farmland birds: Report of a survey of grid 

square TL4654 (2017). I attach a copy of [redacted] most 

recent report.

Guided busways are a relatively unusual form of transport, 

and I have been unable to trace any meaningful assessment 

of their overall impact on biodiversity. It is unfortunate that 

an assessment was not carried out for the Cambridge to St 

Ives busway, and I would strongly recommend that the 

Greater Cambridge Partnership builds in such research if it 

does push ahead with any further busway development.

There is a small amount of anecdotal evidence. The Over 

railway cutting, which was affected by the Cambridge to St 

Ives busway, has seen a reduction in numbers of an 

important butterfly species. By contrast, following 

development of the Luton to Dunstable busway (where 

construction was planned to avoid sensitive times of year), 

populations of slow worm have recovered since construction 

took place.

I have concerns about all three strategies which is why I have 

opposed them. Below are specific comments relating to each 

strategy and then some further general points.

Strategy 1 – Mass rapid transit route

 •This is by far the most expensive proposal and has the 

lowest cost benefit ratio.

 •The mast transit op]on will only be viable if the full CAM 

system with tunnels is introduced across the city.  I am 

doubtful if this will ever be agreed despite the desire of the 

Mayor for this to happen.  Even if it is approved, I believe that 

it will take much longer than envisaged before the complete 

system is in place.  I am sure that tunnels are viable (as 

Professor Mair has said for a long time).  I gather that 

regulatory approval for tunnels where vehicles are not guided 

is far more stringent and will be even more so for 

buses/trams carrying large numbers of people.  Making them 

autonomous would introduce more hurdles and this would 

need to be taken into account from the outset. Overall, I think 

that the costs may well be far higher than anticipated for a 

city-wide CAM system. If that does not go ahead, then the 

link from the A11/A505 P & R site to the Biomedical Campus 

becomes a white elephant.

This is more 

likely to attract more bus users as they would not have to 

change buses at the hospital on the way.

Therefore the busway would need to be as 

close to the railway line as possible, with any bridge works set 

well back from the Brook.

 2.The Trust and Cambridge City Council have rights of 

access to the banks of the Brook for maintenance purposes.  

Those rights would need to be respected if a new bridge were 

to be built.  A horizontal approach to a shallow culvert under 

the busway would not be acceptable; we need pedestrian 

access under any bridge to inspect the Brook and carry out 

necessary work.  The existing Cambridge Guided Busway 

bridge over Hobson’s Brook on the Clay Farm site further 

north could serve as an example.  Any such pedestrian access 

could then assist with the approach on foot to Nine Wells 

from Cambridge itself.  

We trust that these views will be taken fully into account

I suspect that the stretches along the A1307 would be of 

limited usage, as traveling by foot or cycle parallel to such a

Strategy 2: I oppose this because of the small bus-only route 

at Nine Wells. Firstly, this could damage the nature reserve. 

Secondly, it would create a hole in the cycle path between the 

DNA path and Addenbrooke's. This path is heavily used. 

Sawston Greenway: I think that the suggested route along the 

old Cambridge to Haverhill railway line doesn't serve local 

communities very well. It would be far better for this to follow 

the existing Cambridge to Liverpool Street railway - ideally 

down to Ickleton. This would create a popular route for 

people commuting to the Genome Campus and Sawston 

Village College. It would also provide a very useful link from 

Sawston to Whittlesford Parkway railway station. 

At the very least, a new cycle path could be created near

If I assume that Strategy 1 

follows the usual pattern for ambitious infrastructure 

projects, with actual costs coming in 25% higher than the 

upper estimate, and the estimated economic benefit is 

overstated by at least 25%, than Strategy 1 offers almost no 

return on investment: there is barely a £30m difference 

between the likely cost and likely economic benefit. Applying 

the same adjustments to the other strategies shows that 

Strategy 3 is easily the best, with a £108m difference between 

likely cost and benefit.

Not only that, but the 'benefits' shown here take no account 

of the environmental damage inflicted by Strategies 1 and 2.

Links to Shelford, Stapleford, Sawston are poor, as based on 

the very edge of the villages.  Will they be of use to residents?

A11/A505 P&R would serve Granta Park (wholly commercial) 

well, but not Babraham (largely public good).

Whole plan also needs to consider implications of proposed 

development of Wellcome Genome Campus, not just 

Babraham and Granta Park.

This strategy would almost inevitably lead to housing and/or 

commercial development on the fields it crosses between 

Addenbrookes and Shelford. This would be detrimental to the 

environment and to the way of life of residents.

It seems to be based also on the growth of the Biomedical 

Campus from 17000 to 31000 staff (may have got figures 

slightly wrong).  This is not feasible on the current Campus 

footprint, so also implies development on neighbouring land.

The Addenbrookes roundabout / Hills Road route into town 

is already a serious bottleneck for all traffic approaching 

Cambridge from the south.  Traffic congestion on this route 

is likely to get much worse with the expected population 

increase in the area.

- The reason I strongly oppose strategy 2 is that it will 

permanently destroy a green belt area of outstanding 

landscape, visible from all around, but especially so from 

higher up on the Magog Down.

Despite reassurances from your team, such a development 

would inevitably lead to the opening-up of land for 

development alongside the proposed Mass Rapid Transport 

route.

My main concern is that gradually, the green belt land 

between CBC, Shelford, Stapleford, Sawston, and Babraham 

would be transformed into ribbon development, and then 

expand into full-scale urban development.

The reason I strongly oppose the multi-user underpass at 

Wandlebury is that it is unlikely to be a major cyclists route, 

and should not be considered as a horse-riders route.

There is vanishingly small number of horse-riders in this part 

of the County, and it is extremely unwise to consider mixing 

pedestrians and cyclists with horses.

My experience with horses when out walking with my 

grandchildren, is that they are easily spooked by anything 

moving on the edge of their field of vision, and especially so 

when in the confines of an underpass.

The only justification I could see for this underpass is for

It would impact on 

a County Wildlife Site along the old railway line near the A505 

and would further undermine the integrity of the Nine Wells 

Local Nature Reserve.  The latter will already be impacted by 

the extension of the Biomedical Campus on land towards 

Nine Wells (E1B land south of Addenbrookes).  This 

extension is not shown on the map provided in the 

consultation, and so will not be appreciated by consultees 

who are being asked to comment on the strategies.  Again, 

this seems to undermine the validity of the consultation

The proposed developments in the context of the City Deal or 

Greater Cambridge Partnership would have significant 

negative effects on Linton. We further believe that safety on 

the A1307 should be an overriding consideration.

The two main issues to be addressed are the congestion 

created by traffic reaching and entering Cambridge. The one 

that most affects Linton is the traffic from Haverhill, a town 

without its own traffic or rail network yet being touted as a 

transport hub and area for cheaper housing for Cambridge. 

Cambridgeshire, meanwhile, is creating its own housing areas 

to the west and north, with infrastructure, negating the need 

for yet further expansion of housing in Haverhill.

We feel serious consideration should be given to a new Park 

and Ride, to be located at or near to Haverhill, as this would  

encourage car drivers to change to  bus services into 

Cambridge at a much earlier stage on the A1307. This would 

substantially reduce congestion on the A1307 at peak hours, 

and automatically resolve many of the issues for the villages 

along the road..

The 

route needs to go closer to Babraham along the bridgeway 

and also avoid the location of the old bridge on the 

Babraham/Pampsiford Road which regularly floods and a new 

bridge would become the 'Ely Bridge' due to the height 

restrictions. Many industrial vehicles such as a brewery and 

household storage based on the Sawston Business Park use 

this road to avoid Babraham village - a bridge would stop 

these vehicles going through.
